RE: Review of total Taxes Levied pursuant to HB 1B

House Bill 1B, as passed during the recent Special Legidative Session, requires that the
Department of Revenue provide to property appraisers and the chair of each county and
municipal governing body information on property taxes levied by counties and
municipalitiesin fiscal years 2001-02 and 2006-07. Thisinformation isto be used by the
Department in the determination of the compound annual growth rates that counties and
municipalities must use to determine their maximum millage levies for fiscal year 2007-
08. Theinformation is posted on the Department’ s website at:

attachment.

Property appraisers and the chair of each county and municipal governing body, or their
designees, should review the information at the website listed above and are required by
HB 1B to report to the Department whether the information is correct and, if incorrect,
provide recommended corrected information along with the basis for any correction. The
purpose of this e-mail isto notify you that the amount of the tax levies that will be used
to calculate each jurisdiction’s compound annual growth rate is posted at the website link
listed above. Attached is adetailed explanation of the law’ s requirements and specific
steps for reviewing the amount of the taxeslevied. Also attached isthe form which must
be completed to report any recommended corrections. This form must be returned to the
Department on or before July 2, 2007.
